The regulation also envisages non-
energisation of electrical installations by authorised agency on contravention of the provisions.

And whereas, in terms of subrule 1 of Rule 45 of the Indian Electricity Rules 1956 Notification No. 3560-MP/
IR-4/56, dated-25/10/1956 was issued framing regulations for grantof Acense/Certificates of Competency and permits
of Electrical Contractors, Supervisorsand Electrical Workmen and subsequently amended by Notification Na. 2588-
MP, dated 29/07/1959 incorpo rating the Indian Electricity (National Certificate of Supervisor) Regulations.

And whereas, the Indian Electricity Rules, 1956 stands repealed as per provisions of Scetion 185(2XClof the

1.0 Background

1.1. Section 53 of the Electricity Act, 2003 empowers the Central Electricity Authority to make provisions relating
lo safety and electric supply in consultation with State Government and specify suitable measures on such matters,
The CEA framed the CEA (Measures Relating to Safety and Electric Supply) Regulations, 2010 as amended up to
2015 (hereinafter referred to as the said regulations) in terms of the power vested on the authority by Section 177 of
the Electricity Act, 2003.

12 Regulations 3(3) and 29(1) of the said regulations framed by the CEA relats to precautions to be adopted
by the consumers, owners, occupiers, electrical contractors, clectrical workmen and supervisors.

1.3. Regulations 29 of the said regulations envisages Licensing of the Electrical Contractors, issvance of
certificates of competency/permit recognised by the State Government for undertaking works on electrical
nstallation, unless exempted by the Central Government or the State Government. The regulationalso envisagesnon.
energisation of electrical Installations by authorised agency on contravention of the provigions,

2.0 Present Positions

2.1 Interms ofsubrule 1 ofRule45 of the Indian Electricitv Rules 1956, Notification No, 3560-MP/IR-4/56. dated-
25/10/1956 was issued framing regulations for grant of Licensed certificates of Competencyand permits of Electrical
Contractors. Supervisors and Electrical Workmen.

2.2. Theregulations were subsequently amended by Notification .No. 2588-M P, dated 29/07/1959 incorporating
the Indian Electricity (National Certificate of Supervisor) Regulations.

2.3. 1,79,450 (one lakh seventy nine thousand four hundred and fifty) nos. of Permits to Electrical Workmen,
Nationsl Certificate of Supervisors, License to Electrical Contractors have been issued upto 31st December, 2016,
Renewalof Permits to Electricel Workmen, National Certificates of Supervisors, License to Electrical Contractorsis
also being done when applied for.

3.0 Rationale & Justificatlion

3.1. The Indian Electricity Rules, 1956 stands repealed as perprovisions of Section 185 (2)XC) ofthe Electricity
Act.2003 on potification of the CEA Regulations 2010. made under Section 177 of the Electricity Act, 2003.

3.2. The regulations thus framed in terms of the Indian Electricity Rules. 1956 and referred to in Para 2,1 & 2.2
may thus be repealed on coming into effect of Contral Electricity Authority (Measures relating to Safety and Elcctric
Supply)Regulations. 2010. In exercise of the power conferred by Section 180 of the Electricity Act, 2003. West Bengal
Llectrical Licensing (Licensing of Electrical Contractors, Grant of Electrical Supervisor Certificate of Competency,
Grant of National Certificate of Supervisor, Grant of Electrical Workmen’s Permit and Authorisation of Chartercd
Electrical Safety Engineer) Rules, 2017 is proposed.
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3.3, With & view to ensure transparency and accountzbility, requirements laid down on notification of services
under RTPS Act, 201 3+ incomaeration of GRIPS for paymentof fees, penalty cte. have been incloded in the proposed
rules along with provision of anline services.

"In the instant file, the administrative Department has forwarded a proposal along with a draft
regarding framing of the West Bengal Electricity Licensing Rules, 2017, in supersession ofthe Commerce
and Industrics Department Notitication No. 3560 MP¢ IR-4/36, datad the 25th October, 1956, as subsequently
amended by Notification No. 2588 MP, dated the 29th July, 1959, for the purpose of vetting by this
Department.
